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TPSODL Strengthens Power Network
Ahead of Monsoon Onslaught

As the monsoon approaches Southern
Odisha, bringing with it heavy rains,
lightning, and high-speed winds, TP
Southern Odisha Distribution Limited
(TPSODL) has completed robust
preparations to ensure reliable power
supply and efficient emergency response.
Operating in a region marked by difficult
terrain, forested belts, and remote
villages, TPSODL has adopted a proactive
and technology-driven approach to
strengthen its network and serve its
consumers reliably during the season.

A dedicated team of 5,925 personnel has
been deployed across six operational
circles, supported by additional
manpower and emergency vehicles. Six
mobile distribution substations and two
tower wagons have been strategically
placed for quick response to power
disruptions and tree-related
obstructions. Emergency materials such
as poles, conductors, and LT AB cables are

stocked at the section level, while 25
ASKA lights and 19 DG sets in each

division ensure night-time readiness.
With 2,529 interposing poles already
installed, TPSODL has exceeded its

infrastructure reinforcement targets.

A major highlight of this year’s readiness
is the drone-based survey of 11kV and
33kV lines, allowing early detection of
potential weak spots, especially in hilly
and forested areas. Control centers at
Berhampur (PSCC) and APSCCs in
Rayagada, Bhanjanagar, and Jeypore are

functional 24x7, monitoring 178
substations through SCADA.

Customer communication has also been
enhanced with [VRS-enabled systems,
SMS alerts, and a missed call service

(9777774699) for real-time outage

updates.
With quality metrics like SAIFI and SAIDI
published online, and real-time

coordination ensured through satellite
phones and a dedicated 33kV desk,
TPSODL continues to lead by example.

TPSODL Strengthens Power infrastructure in urban Berhampur

To strengthen the power infrastructure in Berhampur, TPSODL
has proactively enhanced the reliability and efficiency of
3 electricity supply in urban areas. A new 11 kV feeder has been
g strategically added to the existing network. The old city hospital
feeder has been divided into two distinct lines: the Town Hall
j feeder and the Bank Colony feeder. This restructuring increases
the total number of operational feeders in the region to two. The §
segregation significantly reduces the load pressure on any single

feeder, allowing for improved voltage regulation across the
network.

A These upgrades benefit over 20,000 consumers in key localities
@l such as Bank Colony, Brahma Nagar, Bapuji Nagar, and City
b Hospital, as well as high-traffic areas like the Old Bus Station and
Annapurna Market. In case of a fault or maintenance in one line,
the remaining feeder can support the load without major
disruptions, providing consumers with a seamless and
uninterrupted power supply.

TPSODL has successfully upgraded the
conductor of the 33 kV Raikia to K. Nuagaon
feeder from 35 sg mm to 148 sg mm. This
enhancement will improve the reliability of
the power supply for the Baliguda FLOODING

Subdivision, which includes Baliguda, Risk: Substation failure,
Daringbadi, and Tumudibandha. i RRIEER

The upgraded feeder now serves as a backup
power line, sourcing electricity from the G.

Udayagiri Grid Substation via Raikia. This LIGHTNING &

This improvement
will directly benefit more
than 6,000 consumers, ensur-
ing uninternipted power sup-
ply to residential areas, schools,
healthcarecenters, and gov-
emment offices, said a release
issued by the discom,
