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30 women turn flower waste
into incense sticks in Ganjam

Berhampur: As the sun ri-
ses, Gitanjali Pradhan, 46,
of Ganjam district’s Pan-
chama wvillage starts her
work by gathering flower
waste from temples and
function halls in the area.

Around 30 women, inclu-

ding Gitanjali, of the villa-
ge in Rangeilunda block,
collect flower waste, which
they use for making orga-
nic fragrant incense sticks,
helping them earn liveliho-
'D"d.. :

“After completing our
household works, we sit to-
gether in the incense sticks
centre in the village and
start production of agar-
battis. We were earlier trai-
ned in Bhubaneswar,” said
Priyvanka Pradhan, 28, one
of the members of the self-
help group (SHG) engaged
inmaking agarbattis.

After production star-
ted three months ago, each
member of the groupisear-
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earns from 23,000-25,000 after
production started three
months ago

ning from Rs 3,000 to Rs
5,000. They hoped their ear-
nings might increase in the
future as demand for the

ﬁrnduct is high in the mar-
et.

By utilising the discar-
ded flowers along with woo-
den and chocolate powder,
they craft incense sticks in
a variety of fragrances, in-
cluding mogra, champa,
chandan and kasturi. They
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produce 10-15 kg of agarbat-

tisperdayandsellitat Rs 40

to 50 per kg.

“We now sell the incen-
se sticks in nearby villages
and are planning to expand
their market to Berhampur
and other towns,"” said Gi-
tanjali.

The centre wassetup by
the Odisha Livelihood Mis-
sion (OLM) in collabora-
tion with Tata Power Sout-
hern Odisha Distribution
Limited (TPSODL). While
the discom trained around
100 women in agarbatti ma-
king,300of them work inthe
centre. The company has
provided necessary machi-
nes, technical support and
other materials.

A K Garg, chief executi-
ve officer of TPSODL, said
the centre is an example of
grassroots women’s empo-
werment. By providing tra-
ining, tools and market ac-
cess, we aim to create socio-
economic growth of rural
women, he added.
